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Introduction
Chemistry 311 is the first of two basic organic chemistry courses you will take.  In this sequence you will learn organic chemistry at a level that will prepare you for further courses such as biochemistry, advanced organic chemistry, qualitative organic analysis, and special topics or seminars.  You will also be prepared to assume a research position in a chemical laboratory as a result of these courses.  Our study will be rigorous enough to prepare you for graduate school in chemistry or biochemistry.  Preprofessional requirements (such as premedical, predental or preveterinary) will be satisfied by these courses.

During this term you will be exposed to the fundamentals of organic chemistry - structure and bonding, hybridization, acid/base theories, nomenclature, stereochemistry, and thermodynamics and kinetics of organic reactions.  We will also begin a study of the functional groups, including many reactions and their mechanisms.

Throughout the term we will continually bring things together by looking at more complicated problems and more sophisticated syntheses that require you to apply many of the simpler ideas we have covered.  You should try to look at things with a broader perspective, being aware that organic chemistry is a cogent, interrelated body of scientific knowledge and thought.
