3. Following the form submission, members of your group will be interviewed by the
Faculty Development Committee. The names of all nominated faculty will be
announced at the Spring Honors Convocation. Until that time, please keep your
nomination confidential.

The interview process with the FDC is an important factor in presenting your case for the faculty
member. The purpose of the interview is to secure more detailed information in support of your
nominee. Y our group should review the questions on the sheet entitled | nterview Questionsand be
ready to respond to questions of this kind. A pattern of enthusiastic responses which include
specific, concrete examplesis particularly helpful and effective.

Selection Procedure

When all interviews are completed, the Faculty Development Committee will make the final
selection of two faculty to receive this year's awards. The names of all nominees will be
announced at the Spring Honor s Convocation, and theawar dswill be presented by President
Cureton at that time.
