Ted Koppel hosts a five-day series of broadcasts dealing with issues of racism. Topics include: attitudes and beliefs of white residents of Bridesberg (a Philadelphia neighborhood) that fueled attempts to keep Bridget Ward, a black single mother, from settling in their neighborhood; the amounts of money whites feel would be adequate compensation if they were black; the discrimination experienced in childhood by Greg Williams, a man who looks white but is of mixed ancestry; the linking of the accidental traffic death of Cynthia Williams, a 17-year old black single mother, to the de facto discrimination against blacks through the planning of public transportation routes in Buffalo, New York; arguments given by Jane Elliot and Bob Woodson as to whether blacks' anger against whites can be defined as black racism; and opinions regarding racism and discrimination as expressed by a panel of black professionals and a panel of non-black professionals.

An American Love Story (1999)

A documentary condensed from 1000 hours of filming Karen Wilson, a white woman, Bill Sims, a black man, and their two daughters. We see daughter Cicily's entrance to college, semester in Nigeria, and job search; daughter Chaney's first date; Karen Wilson's solitary visit to her mother and ill health; Bill Simms' visit to his past life and career struggles; Karen and Bill's deciding to attend her high school reunion (25 years after their first meeting) to face people who have ostracized them in the past.

It focuses on the 1967 struggle by Mexican Americans to regain ownership of New Mexico lands guaranteed them by the 1848 Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo and then visits the landmark Denver Youth Conference in 1969. The episode concludes with the Chicano Moratorium March against the Vietnam War, held in East Los Angeles in 1970...an event that turned into a tragic riot resulting in the death of renowned journalist Ruben Salazar. Episode 2 examines the efforts of farmworkers to form a national labor union under the leadership of César Chávez. Episode 3 documents the Mexican-American struggle to reform an educational system that failed to properly educate Chicano students. Episode 4 focuses on the emergence in Texas of Mexican-American political power and the creation of a third political party, La Raza Unida.

Color Adjustment (1991)

Faubourg Treme: The Untold Story of Black New Orleans (2008)

Long ago during slavery, Faubourg Treme was home to the largest community of free black people in the Deep South and a hotbed of political ferment. Here black and white, free and enslaved, rich and poor co-habitated, collaborated, and clashed to create much of what defines New Orleans culture up to the present day. Founded as a suburb (or faubourg in French) of the original colonial city, the neighborhood developed during French rule and many families like the Trevignes kept speaking French as their first language until the late 1960’s. Treme was the home of the Tribune, the first black daily newspaper in the US. During Reconstruction, activits from Treme pushed for equal treatment under the law and for integration. And after Reconstruction’s defeat, a "Citizens Committee" legally challenged the rewegregation of public transportation resulting in the infamous Plessy vs.Ferfuson Supreme Court case. New Orlean’s Times Picayune columnist Lolis Eric Elie who bought a historic house in Treme in the 1990’s when the area was struggling to recover from the crack epidemic. Rather than flee the blighted inner city, Elie begins renovating his dilapidated home and in the process becomes obsessed with the area’s mysterious and neglected past. Shot largely before Hurricane Katrina and edited afterwards, the film is both celebratory and elegiac in tone.

Fires in the Mirror (1993)

Portraits based on verbatim interviews about the racial turmoil in Crown Heights, Brooklyn in 1991.

Fortune and Fate (1992)

Rabbit in the Moon (2004)
