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1.) A rhetorical argument that came from The Leader newspaper, written by Brett Rush, mentions that the outlook for the game of baseball is clear due to steroid use. If the player’s union went on strike this year it will be the ninth work stoppage in thirty years for America’s pastime. In 1972 the players went on strike for thirteen days and missed 86 games in the first two weeks of April that year. A pension could not be found. In 1973 owners did not want to grant players the right to challenge for a higher salary. Marvin Miller administered the right for players to declare free agency in 1976 during this seventeen-day lockout. During the year 1980-1981 teams that lost free agents received compensation in the form of draft picks for the team that signed the talent. In 1985 the strike lasted two days. Players stated their case for a raise in front of a panel. In 1990 the lockout lasted 32 days. A salary cap did not allow teams to spend more than a previously set amount of money. Currently there is no salary cap. Teams can spend as much money-signing players as they can afford. Players walked off the field in 1992, on August 12, and began a strike lasting 232 days. Owners were forced to share revenue. During the year of 2002 both sides of baseball are not realistic. 

2.) I had to change one of my friend’s minds about killing himself. I was successful. The arguments that the people used were that his life was falling apart. He said he had no point in going on with life. His girlfriend broke up with him. He did not like himself, nor did he like his family. He did not kill himself luckily since I convinced him that he was important to many people. 

3.) Persuasion in my community includes fact giving. If one does not present facts and reasons why they stand for a certain outcome it is difficult to defend their beliefs and others to interpret a person’s direction for a given argument.
