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Let parents know that teachers are advocates for bettering their child’s education
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Provide information to parents on parental support groups and workshops specific to their child’s needs
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Encourage other parents of special needs to come together and build support strategies
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Involve the parents or guardians the classroom to participate with their chills and other children
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Address challenging behaviors or concerns at appropriate times and mix comments with positive strengths and talents about the student
