Social Science: two courses chosen from 2 of 4 areas  
 
These courses should be chosen to fulfill 2 different Areas of 
Knowledge requirements:  Social and Political Analysis (SPA) and 
Historical Analysis (HA). 

Economics: ECO 101, ECO 102  
Geography: GEO 101, GEO 102, GEO 201 
History (all are HA): HIS 201, HIS 102, HIS 101, HIS 102 
Political Science (all are SPA): PSC 103, PSC 110 
 
These are recommended courses - substitute courses will be considered. 

Other courses at Moraine Valley Community College that will apply to the EYC major at Elmhurst University  
(can be completed prior to or during the program): 
EYC 328 at Elmhurst University= ECE 109 Child, Family, and Community  

 
 
Educating Young Children program admission requirements should fulfill at least 4 of the 9 Areas of Knowledge in the Elmhurst 
University Integrated Curriculum (IC, general education requirements). The additional Areas of Knowledge to be completed are: 
Cognitive and Behavioral Science (CBS), Inquiry into Ethics & Justice (IEJ), Religious Studies in Context (RSC), Literature 
(LIT), and Fine Arts (FA). Such courses can be found on the Elmhurst University website 
(https://www.elmhurst.edu/admission/transfer-adult-students/) under “Transfer Guides” or through “Transferology.” Students 
should have no more than two of the additional IC courses remaining for admission to the School of Education. 
 
Admission to Elmhurst University is not admission to a teacher education program. There is a separate application process.
